About Us

BCC is a modern, relaxed, family-oriented church in Birkenhead on Auckland’s North
Shore. We are an independent evangelical church with Open Brethren roots, committed
to the authority of the Bible and the centrality of Christ, expressing our faith in a way that
is welcoming, authentic, and relevant.

We are a church of around 200 people, with 120-150 gathering on Sundays. Our
multicultural congregation spans all ages and life stages, from children through to
seniors. Many families have been part of BCC for generations, and we value both our
history and our openness to what God is doing now.

Our life together is expressed through Sunday worship, mid-week small groups, and
community engagement.

church, and participates as part of the Leadership Team in supporting the church’s
day-to-day life.

e Leading and coordinating a preaching team for Sunday services

e Working with the pastoral care team to provide pastoral care and discipleship

e Developing, mentoring, and supporting three staff and the Leadership Team to
ensure growth and the smooth and effective day-to-day operation of the church

e Playing an active role in shaping and implementing the church’s vision and strategic
direction as part of the Eldership Team

* Engaging with the local community and building relationships with other churches
and organisations

This role balances spiritual leadership with practical oversight, and vision with
collaboration.
